GRAND FINAL PREVIEW

Bidding for a record seventh successive grand
final victory today at Concord, Sydney University
will field an unchanged team, with the remarkable
Phil Waugh again coming off the bench in the
second half.

Presuming centre Tim Bennetts is fit, Eastwood
will field the side that demolished Randwick
77-15.

Despite careering away to win the minor
premiership by 17 points with some flamboyant
rugby, the Woodies are cautiously confident
because they are all too aware that University
know how to win the big ones.

Waugh, whose presence would have been
more than welcome as the Wallabies were
comprehensively donkeylicked on the ground by
the Irish last Saturday, supposedly is poised to
step into the commercial world. There is talk that
he might have another season with the Students
in 2012. Why not?

Which phase of today’s grand final could prove
decisive? “The breakdown will be a pretty
important area,” said this veteran of 79 Wallaby
Tests. “It always is and that’s where Eastwood
have been pretty effective this year.”

Indeed, Eastwood’s back-three of Chris Alcock,
Hugh Perrett and Locky McCaffrey have been
dominant throughout, but will they turn back the
challenge of very much in-form Pat McCutcheon,
Jono Jenkins (to be replaced in the second half
by Waugh) and skipper Tim Davidson.

Waugh disagrees with talk that Sydney
University’s often brutal clash with Manly last
Sunday might not have the ideal lead-up,
declaring, “It's good to be under that sort of
pressure, particularly after a week off.”

Eastwood skipper Hugh Perrett says: “Come
Saturday, it’ll be about desperation, a matter of
who wants it most. Probably even more about
patience and field position. Defence will be the
key. Look at the World Cup where it's about

getting into position to kick goals.”

Grand finals are won and lost up front and the
battle of Sydney University’s Wallaby pair Dean
Mumm and Dave Dennis with Eastwood’s Ben

likely to play No 9 for the Brumbies next season,
and Pierre Hola figuring in what shapes as an
intriguing duel with Matt Schwager and Daniel
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Halangahu. Hola had a rare off day with his
kicking for goal against Randwick but he still has
contributed 307 points and his battle of the boot
with Halangahu will be crucial.

Wallaby Lachie Turner and John Grant, bound
for the Wests Tigers after today’s game, add
power and thrust on the wings for Eastwood.
Can Michael Hodge and Nathan Trist keep them
in check?

We'll leave the last word to the coaches.
Eastwood’s John Manenti says: “University are
clinical, very strong in the forwards. I've been
very happy with our defence. Even though we
scored 77 points against Randwick, we made
190 tackles,”

Sydney University’s Todd Louden sums up:
“Defence is the key and we’ll really have to
tackle to keep Eastwood in check. We respect
them and | don’t mind being the underdog.”
